Sample questions for a child’s lay witness intemwie

think stewardship is all about?

If stewardship is really all about “thanking” &éor all the wonderful things He has given
to us, what are some ways you use your time toktiod?

He gives every-
one special talents--that’s just how God makesaig-special talents and abilities. “Billy”,
what are some of the special talents that God ivas gou?

How do you use those talents here at our passh part of stewardship? How do you use
your talents in the community?... in your school?

. When you share your gifts of talent and timehvaverybody here at church, how does that
make you feel?

In stewardship, we are told that our money (eadure) is one part of the many gifts God
has given us. How can your treasure be given aft afgratitude for God’s many bless-
ings?

You seem to really enjoy living as a good stelalr God’'s many gifts. Do you have any-
thing more you would like to say to your friends?

How would you encourage the other children toggarted in stewardship? The pastor (or
other adult “interviewer”) will help guide and datethe lay witness testimony.

Using this format, the child won’t have to worrycaib what comes next. He or she can speak
from the heart in a relaxed and comfortable manner.

At the conclusion of the dialogue, the pastor stidibéink the lay witness for sharing his or her
thoughts on stewardship and encourage all the refiltb think about their own special gifts
and talents, and how they might use them to sena &d one another. Tell the children that
they will have an opportunity, just like the adults fill out a commitment card on Commit-
ment Sunday. Explain that those children who ddwwismake Stewardship a way of life, and
fill out a commitment card, will soon thereafteceeve a box of envelopes. The envelopes will
have a place for them to write down those spehiabs they do each week in thanksgiving for
everything God has given to them. Children alwaggehtime and talent to share with others as
a way of thanking God, and many children have treat share as well.
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
